Overview:
Oxford Gun Club has established an annual scholarship program to reward youth
shooters with assistance toward accredited post secondary education.

General Procedures:

Each applicant must have graduated from high school with a minimum 3.0
cumulative Grade Point Average

Each prospective recipient must be registered and have completed one semester
before the scholarship is awarded.

This is a one-time, non-renewable scholarship.

Applicants may not be in receipt of any “full” scholarship funds in order to qualify
(i.e., athletics, military academy, academic, etc.).

Applicants must be an active OGC member and participate in at least one of the
disciplines offered at the club (trap, skeet, wobble, sporting clays, pistol or rifle).

Applicants must be able to complete all parts of the application packet.

Two recommendations from individuals well known to you, but not
related to you. One should be a school related contact and the other from
outside of school.

One page student resume including school and non-school
sports/activities/honors/volunteer service.

One page essay (see attached guidelines)

Current official academic transcript
